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LISTERS' CORNER

Welcome to the 1998 edition of Listers' Corner. -Last year, Canadian bird listers were
treated to some great birds. Highlights of 1997 included Black-tailed Gull and Brown
Shrike in Nova Scotia, Xantu's Hummingbird and Hooded Oriole in British Columbia, and
Plumbeous Vireo in Ontario. Several new species are likely going to be added to the
Yukon Territory and Alberta lists. On my first trip to the Maritimes I was lucky enough to
see the American Oystercatcher. Several birders reached milestones with their life lists in

LIFE LISTS

This vear I am using North American totals from the August 1997 issue of Birdlist
Quarterly (published by Tony White) and Clements' (4™ edition) world list, which is current
up to 1996. To be published a birder needed a life list of 40% of the provincial/territorial
total in Prince Edward Island, Newfoundland or the two territories, and 50% of the
provincial total in the other provinces. Thresholds are 350 for Canada, 500 for the ABA
area, and 1000 for the ATPAT and world life lists. Thresholds are shown below, after an
area’s total list. Life lists are the most recent entries that I received up to the end of 1997.
I did not receive lists for 1997 from those marked with an asterisk. Figures in parentheses

following a birder's name are increases reported since last year.

A total of 112 birders reported threshold-breaking lists in one or more provinces or
territories. Eighty-eight birders made the Canadian threshold, which is an increase of three
and 65 birders made the ABA threshold, which is an increase of four. Forty birders crossed
the world threshold and 44 made the ATPAT threshold. Again, Ontario was the province
with the most birders (68) making its threshold, followed by BC (33) and Manitoba (27).
British Columbia, Alberta, Quebec, Nova Scotia and Yukon all had an imcrease of one over
last year in the number of birders who made their thresholds. :

A newcomer to Listers’ Corner now has the top provincial list. Mike Toochin has seen 419
species in British Columbia, followed closely by brother Rick at 418, Alan Wormington
added a Yellow-billed Loon and a Plumbeous Vireo to his Ontario list for a total of 416.
Peter MacLeod added nine birds in Nova Scotia and continues to have the top Maritimes
list (415). Others who have broken the 400 threshold in Ontario include Don Perks (408),
Keith Burk (403), and Harry and Eileen Kerr (402). The rest of those over 400 species in
British Columbia include Jo Ann MacKenzie (408), David Stirling and Thomas Plath (407)
and Hue MacKenzie (405). Wayne Weber crossed the 400 barrier in British Columbia last
year and now has 404 in that province. Birders who have broken the 300 threshold in two
provinces are: Suzanne Benoit in BC and AB; Christopher Escott in SK. and ON; Alex Gray
in BC and ON; Harv Lane in SK and MB; Angus MacLean in NS and NB; Mabel McInfosh
in ON and QC; and Blake Maybank in BC and NS. Harv Lane is still the only one to do so
in land-locked provinces. Thomas Plath and Hue and Jo Ann MacKenzie have all broken
the 300 mark in Ontario and the 400 mark in British Columbia. Eric Tull has broken 300
in BC, AB and ON and Roger Foxall has done so in BC, ON and NS. The top provincial.
percentages reported are 94% by Peter MacLeod in Nova Scotia and 93% by Rudolf Koes
in Manitoba. Two other Manitoba birders (Gordon Grieef and Dennis Fast) have surpassed

the 90% mark.

Nine birders have made the cutoff threshold in five or more provinces/territories (David
Stirling in 5; Hue MacKenzie, Angus MacLean and Larry Neily in 6; Roger Foxall and
Alex Gray in 10; Blake Maybank and Wayne Neily in 11 and Eric Tull in 12). The only
birder in this category to cross a new threshold was David Stirling. His 136 species in the
Northwest Territories is enough to put him over. Of birders who had already passed a
provincial threshold, the biggest increases over last year were 19 species by Roger Foxall in
Newfoundland, Murray Newell in Nova Scotia and myself in British Columbia. John
Nickerson and Alex Gray each added 18 species to their Nova Scotia and Newfoundland

lists, respectively.

At 505, Alex Gray now has the top published Canadian life list. Alex did this by benefiting
from some recent 'splits' (Long-billed Murrelet and the 'Solitary' Vireo complex). He also
made it to Nova Scotia for the Brown Shrike and the American Oystercatcher. Jo Ann
MacKenzie (504) and Hue MacKenzie (503) each added a pair of birds to their Canadian
life lists. Roger Foxall reached the 500 mark in 1997. As usual, the best reported ABA list
was from Mike Austin (792), which was up seven from last year. Martin Edwards’
continued his travels in 1997 and added 264 life birds for a world total of 6392. Eric Tull
added only one bird to his top ATPAT list, which now stands at 2807. At his current rate,
Blake Maybank should have the top list here in about two years.

Craig McLauchlan showed the best improvement in a Canadian list with the addition of 30
new birds. Theo Hofmann added 32 species to his ABA list last year. I also added 32 new
birds, largely due to my pelagic trips out of Westport, WA and Westport, NS. For the
second year in a row I managed to show the best improvement in an ATPAT list. Many
thanks to those birders in the Maritimes who helped me get my 289 new ticks.

Interest in reporting the families of the birds of the world took a major upswing last year.
Fifteen birders are now reporting lists in this category. World families is the only category
that a Listers' Corner subscriber has reported a list of 100%. Martin Edwards began
birding in 1952 and soon became interested in trying to see all of the families of birds. In
1979, the American Museum of Natural History described 159 living families of birds. By
1987, Martin had seen all of them and was included in the Guinness Book of Records. In
1990, Sibley and Monroe named 145 families of living birds and Martin found all of those
by 1992. The current standard is the Clements' (4% edition) list, which has 194 living
families. Two birding trips to Africa in 1995 allowed Martin to complete the Clements'
family list in 1995. Most of us only dream of matching Martin's achievements but some
other Ontario birders (Barry Attridge, Hugh Currie and Tom Murray) aren't that far away.
David Stirling amassed his list by visiting 60 different countries! I am off to Kyrgyzstan
again in 1998 to see if I can find some new families myself.

YEAR LISTS

Year lists given here are a birder's best ever year list as well as the birder's 1997 year list.
Year list cutoff thresholds were 30% of the provincial/territorial list for Prince Edward
Island, Newfoundland and the two territories; 40% for the other provinces; and 80% of the
life list cutoff for Canada, ATPAT, ABA area and the world. Thresholds are shown after
an area’s total list. Eighty-two birders made the cutoffs for one or more year lists. Ontario
(49), Canada (47) and British Columbia (29) were the most popularly reported areas.

Ontario leads the provinces with 15 birders who have broken 300 during one year. The
best provincial year list in 1997 belongs to Rick Toochin who found 322 species in BC.
The runners-up were Peter MacLeod (318) in NS and Craig McLauchlan (291) in ON.
There are now 10 British Columbia lists that are over 300 for one year. Thomas Plath now
has the top published provincial year list with 341 in B.C. Year lists exceeding 70% in
other provinces are from Robert Parsons (78% in MB), Suzanne Benoit (77% in AB),
myself (74% in SK) and Rose-Alma Mallet (71% in NB).

The highest Canada year list still belongs to Gerry Bennett (403). Suzanne Benoit’s ABA
year list of 544 species remains unbeaten as well. More traveling in 1997 allowed Martin
Edwards to beat his own record by an amazing 600 species! Martin saw 1813 (19%) of the
world's birds last year. The top 1997 year list for Canada (350) goes to Rick Toochin and

the top ABA area list (439) goes to David Stirling.

DAY LISTS

As with year lists, a birder's best ever day list and the birder's best day list for 1997 are both
reported. To be published, day lists had to make thresholds of 20% for Prince Edward
Island, Newfoundland and the two territories, and 30% for the other provinces. Thresholds
are shown after an area’s total list. Sixty-two day lists (a decrease of 4 lists) are reported
here from 38 birders. Manitoba remains the home of the top day lists with 205 (Rudolf
Koes) and 204 (Gordon Grieef). The highest day lists outside Manitoba are from British
Columbia (Richard Cannings, Blake Maybank 196; Thomas Plath 195) and Ontario (Alan
Wormington with 186). The best day lists of 1997 were from Manitoba: Rudolf Koes
(187); British Columbia: Thomas Plath (182); Ontario: Margaret Bain (168); and Quebec:
Daniel St-Hilaire (135).

WINTER LISTS

Winter lists cover the period of December, January and February. Winter life lists -- the
birds seen during those months in any year — are reported as of the end of 1997. The single
winter lists are the lists of species seen during one winter. Listed are a birder's best ever
single winter list and the birder's list for the winter of 1996/97. The thresholds for winter
life lists were 25% for Canada, British Columbia, and Ontario, 15% for Prince Edward
[sland, Newfoundland and the two territories; and 20% for the other provinces. Thresholds
for single winter lists were 5% less. Thresholds are shown after each category in all
provinces and territories. Fifty-four birders submitted winter lists that are over these
thresholds. The most popularly-reported provinces are Ontario (44 life and single winter
lists) and British Columbia (37). The top winter life lists, both in terms of numbers and
percentages, are Don Perks (260) and Alan Wormington (258) in Ontario, and Wayne
Weber (244) in British Columbia. They are the only birders to have broken 50% of a
provincial list. Winter life lists over 100 species in the Prairie Provinces were submitted by
Rudolf Koes (118 in MB), Joan McDonald (116 in AB), Robert Parsons (106 in MB) and
the author (103 in SK). Blake Maybank added three new winter birds to his Nova Scotia
list, which now stands at 194. Jo Ann MacKenzie's top winter life list for Canada 1s now at
275 but by adding 14 birds, Don Perks is now at 274. Rick Toochin dug up some old notes
and reported seeing 222 species in British Columbia back in 1991/92. (Note that this is
now the single winter record for Canada as well). Peter MacLeod (159 in NS) and David
Milsom (157 in ON) have single winter records in their respective provinces. For the
1996/97 winter (the last one recorded for this newsletter), noteworthy lists are those of Jo
Ann MacKenzie (154) in British Columbia; David Milsom (148) in Ontario; and John
Nickerson (125) in Nova Scotia.

LOCAL LISTS

For all but a few northemn areas, the thresholds for local lists have been set at 150 for life
lists and 120 for best year lists. Local life lists are reported for lists received up to the end
of 1997. 1 have listed all the local lists on a province by province basis. This year 94
birders met the threshold for 117 local areas, which is up by one from the number of local
areas last year. The best local list was from Peter MacLeod who reported 367 from the
Halifax Region. Other huge lists are from Alan Wormington (358) for
Kent/Essex/Lambton Counties in Ontario; Don Perks (352) for Toronto; Alan Wormington
(343) for Point Pelee; and Rick Toochin (341) in Vancouver. Top local year lists are from
Craig McLauchlan (276 in Toronto) and Rick Toochin (274 in Vancouver).

OTHER LISTS

David Stirling has seen 117 species in the world, north of the Arctic Circle. John Miles has
seen 158 species on Christmas Bird Counts and another four during count weeks. Betty
Pegg has photographed 522 species in Canada and the U.S.A. Blake Maybank added four
species to his list of birds seen in all 10 provinces, which now stands at 99. Wayne Weber's
list of 105 species above 1500 metres didn't move last year but Dick Cannings reported a

"very preliminary” 97 above 1500 m.

Murray Newell submitted the ‘most rarities in a day list. Murray had the good fortune of
seeing Brown Shrike, Corn Crake and Bar-tailed Godwit in Nova Scotia on 30 November

1997. Can anyone top this?

Allen Woodliffe has seen 98 species of birds in Polar Bear Provincial Park, ON. This can
be compared to list for the entire Hudson Bay Lowlands of about 190 species. Allen also
wanted to see if anybody wanted to submit an 'All Ontario Provincial Parks Combined' list.

His now stands at 326.

Peter Landry keeps plugging away at his Western Palearctic list. With five new species, it
now stands at 405. He also improved his Holarctic list by 11 for a new total of 1103.

There seems to be a fair amount of interest in combining areas for the purposes of bird
listing, Last year, Blake Maybank reported an ‘All Nova Scotia Counties Added Together'
(ANSCAT) list of 2816. Wayne Neily has now thrown his hat into this ring and reported a
list of 1448 species. Wayne combined all of his Canadian National Park lists and came up
with a total of 1457. Wayne also added all of his Canadian border state lists together to

reach 1280 species.

Overall this year, 1562 lists have passed the thresholds, which is up 120 from last year.
These lists are from 116 birders -- an average of 13.5 lists per birder. Fifteen listers had
more than twice the average number of lists that passed their respective thresholds:
Suzanne Benoit and Wayne Weber 27; David Stirling 28; Gerry Bennett and Rudolf Koes
29; Angus MacLean 31; Hue MacKenzie and Robert Parsons 33; Jo Ann MacKenzie 34;
Burke Korol 42: Eric Tull 46; Alex Gray, Wayne Neily and Peter MacLeod 47; and Blake
Maybank 84. The author showed the biggest increase over last year (+10) when I had 34
threshold breaking lists. Again, I encourage birders to submit totals for other threshold

breaking lists not already on the data form.
