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LISTERS’ CORNER

In 1990 Brooke and I went with the Saskatchewan
Natural History Society on a trip to Churchill. While
there I added one species to my Northwest Territor-
ies list! Yes, I know that Churchill is in Manitoba,
but the Manitoba border extends only to the low tide
mark of Hudson Bay, and the waters beyond the low
tide mark are actually part of the Northwest Terri-
tories. It is a technicality of which I suspect only a
few visitors to Churchill are aware, The boundary of
the Northwest Territories includes all of the waters
and the islands of Hudson Bay and James Bay (as
well as Ungava Bay).

How do birders respect this marine boundary of
the Northwest Territories? Some evidently do draw
the line at low tide and consider offshore birds to be
in the Territories. I know that some of the top Mani-
toba birders do so, and might have had even higher
Manitoba lists were it not for this. I also know of
some birders who leamed of the boundary after mak-
ing a trip to Churchill and then racked their brains
trying to remember which birds they had seen off-
shore. But I am also aware of some Ontario birders
who count every bird seen from the shoreline of
Hudson Bay as being in Ontario. I am not sure what
birders in Quebec do.

Who is right? My personal preference is to
count offshore birds for the Territories, but I am
biased as this undoubtcedly helps my ATPAT list. I
find birding Churchill to be like birding the Rio
Grande in Texas, waiting for birds to go back and
forth across the border (except that it is an awful lot
colder).

Despite what this column might suggest, I want
to avoid making "The Listers Corner” a debate re-
garding rules for birders’ lists. Lists are personal,
and I will report them as they are reported to me. If
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birders from one province generally count things one
way, then others might count them the same way for
comparability, but this would not preclude birders in
another province from agreeing to do it the opposite
way. Or, there might be no agreement among bird-
ers within a province. Therefore, having potentially
opened a can of worms, I am going to opt out of any
Solomon-like decision. Instead I will ask you --
where do you draw the line and how do you count
birds seen out from shore in Hudson or James Bays?

This issuc reports local lists. Wayne Weber
suggested that I should establish recognized totals for
each local area so that percentages could be calcula-
ted and compared. I do not have the means of doing
so, or of keeping such totals up-to-date. Totals are
certainly available for many of the major urban areas
and most of the parks, but many local lists are for
isolated areas that may not have recognized totals of
birds seen, and in some cases, an individual’s list
may be all there is for an area. This time I have
used an arbitrary cutoff of 150 birds for most lists
with a cutoff of 100 for northem lists. In the case of
high arctic and high altitude lists I have included
lower totals.

102 birders reported a total of 88 different local
lists, Point Pelee being the most popular, with 32
lists above my threshold. The highest local list is
that of Don Perks, who has 343 species for Toronto.
Fourteen Ontario birders have broken the 300 mark
for 8 local arecas, and Alan Wormington has done so
for 3 different areas. Four B.C. birders have broken
the 300 mark in two areas, with the top list being
that of Brian Kautesk with 339 for Vancouver. The
only birder to have broken 300 in a province other
than Ontario and British Columbia is Mabel Mcln-
tosh, whose list of 318 for Montreal is 79% of the
total for the whole province of Quebec.
