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a winter plumaged bird taken by Annie McLeod on Apr. 7, 2018 on SK-106 between Narrow Hills PP and Creighton, SK.
Annie comments: “There was a group of six next to the highway, and our birding party stopped to observe them and take
photos. It was about 7:30 AM when we saw the ptarmigans and the morning sun was lighting them beautifully.”

CANADIAN LISTERS' CORNER
2019 Edition (lists to Dec. 31, 2018)

The 2019 edition of Canadian Listers’ Corner (CLC) is ready for viewing. As usual it is
delivered as a PDF format file. As before you will be able to print your own copy, as some may;
or just view it on screen, as most will. This year’s issue has again suffered, timewise, from your
compiler’s life being so complicated. Job-hunting at my age is not a lot of fun and is quite time-
consuming. Even so, this issue will not be as late as last year’s. There was a modest increase in
the number of current reporters this year. Two reminder notices helped to get most of last year’s
folks back. Several new birders from the Hamilton area joined thanks to Bob Curry. Thank you all
for participating, and again | thank you for your patience. | also want to assure those of you who
were generous enough to express your appreciation monetarily that, though what 1 do is done out
of love, | am very grateful for your support.

This year we had 9 new listers: 1 from NS, 2 from BC and 6 from ON. Give a big
welcome to Ken Burrell, Kitchener ON; Sandra Dennis, Clam Point NS; Rob Dobos, Dundas ON;
Dave Don, Burlington ON; Andrew Foxall, Surrey BC; Jock McCracken, Vancouver BC; Rob
Porter, Hamilton ON; Robert Waldhuber, Hamilton ON and Jim Watt, Oakville ON. We also had
2 listers who didn’t send in their numbers last year decide to update them this year: Dominic
Cormier, Halifax NS; and Todd Pepper, Leamington ON. Welcome back folks and a special
welcome to Angus MacLean, Coldbrook NS who last reported in 2014.

We have 97 (+5) current listers submitting and we are also carrying forward totals from 56
past listers. This includes six who did not send updates of their numbers for last year, seven for
the last two years, three for the last three years, three for the last 4 years, 7 for the last five years,
and 22 even less current. A few significant lists from deceased CLCers (8) are also kept. A few of
our non-responders are still readers, but they haven’t caught up with their data entry. Some have
little to report and don’t.

Frank Pinilla provided this great photo of the Reddish Egret which many Ontario birders added to their Ontario
and Canada lifelists last year. This shot was taken on Aug. 24, 2018 at Oliphant on the Bruce Peninsula, ON.
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This category includes only the major Canadian Lifelist areas and some major areas that
include Canada; i.e. Canada, the provinces and territories, ABA area, North America, the world
and related lists. Year Lists, Day Lists, Winter Lifelists and Single Winter Lists are reviewed
under those category titles later in the issue. Other lists are treated as Local Lists and follow the
previously mentioned categories. Some birders keep and submit only their lifelists. The interest
and competition are usually strongest in these categories. While it is self-evident to serious
birders just what a lifelist is, a novice reading this may not know. A lifelist is, logically enough,
the number of species seen in a given area during one’s entire life (to date). There are, of course,
complications. The bird must be a full species and recognized by the listing jurisdiction(s) as a
countable species. We hope by this to have comparable lists, though individual interpretation of
rules can skew the numbers a bit. Canadian Listers’ Corner does not vet lists; we simply hope
and assume they are submitted according to the rules by competent observers.

Since the ABA has gone to online listing with no thresholds, and doesn’t supply totals
for areas, | have done my best to get accurate checklist totals for setting our thresholds. The
sources are given in the Thresholds page on the CLC website. If anyone has more up-to-date
numbers for any lists or knows where | can get them, please let me know. Clements latest
edition and its supplements are the authority used for world species and families, though I
understand that there are other systems that are challenging its position. The revised number of
families is currently 250, up 2 from last year.

To be published, a birder needs a lifelist of 50% of the provincial/territorial total in most
jurisdictions; but only 40% in PEI, NL, YT, and NT; and only 30% for Nunavut. These reduced
thresholds are because of the dearth of lists from, and difficulties involved in birding in, some of
our less populous and far-flung areas. If and when we get sufficient lists from these areas, the
thresholds may rise. Other thresholds are as marked. Thresholds are shown after an area’s total
list in the table headers. Lifelists are as reported up to the end of 2018. Asterisks (*) indicates
that the list may not be current as no report was received from that person for the number of
years equal to the number of asterisks (up to five), and their last report has been recycled.
Numbers older than five years (subject to deletion — see policy on page 37) are shown by a
single asterisk with a superscript number showing the years since reporting. Figures in brackets
following a birder's name are increases reported since last year, or their last report. You may
notice some lists that are one or two birds short of the threshold, yet rounded off, are at the
cutoff percentage. Given that the thresholds are a fairly quickly moving target, these are
included. The symbol (1) indicates a lister who was deceased before the end of 2018.

The sharper eyed among you may notice that some lists are less than previous year(s).
Unless it is an obvious error, | have to assume the lister has discovered, either through checklist
changes or outright error, that the old total he had submitted was incorrect. | have adopted the
policy of not showing amounts of decreases to avoid the inevitable "Why is that?" questions, to
spare any potential embarrassment, and to allow for the possibility, quite likely in retroactive
error cases, that there actually was no change from the previous year.

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Some Lifelist Numbers

This year we have 821 (+21 from last year) threshold-meeting lifelists from 128 (+2) birders.
Nearly half, or 381 (+3) of these are the 14 basic Canadian, provincial or territorial lists. The
number of birders reaching the Canadian and ABA thresholds is now 101 (+2) and 78 (+1)
respectively. The North American category now has 40 (+1), world listers 61 (+2) and world
families 38 (+1). ATPAT lists moved up to 48 (+1), while Total Ticks (one of the ultimate
depravities) moved up to 18 (+1) listers. The provinces and territories (and their number of CLC
listers), in high to low order, are ON (56), BC (50), AB (32), MB (27), SK (22), QC (21), NS (19),
NB (16), YT (12), PE (8), NT (8), NL (5), and NU (4). The only change in order was NT moving up
to tie PE.

The year’s top gainer was David Bell, who added 24, to reach 490. Next best was Paul
Lagasi with +22. Danny Tyson and Eric Tull each joined the 500 Club in 2018. New Canada listers
this time around were Rob Dobos with a healthy 484, Andrew Foxall (454), Ken Burrell (448),
Sandra Dennis (386) and Jock McCracken (363). Roger Foxall still leads with 549 (adding Crested
Caracara & Great Kiskadee in 2018); while Alex Gray moves into 2" spot with 528, one ahead of
Jo Ann MacKenzie’s 527. There are 10 listers over 500, 51 with more than 450 and 87 over 400.

Martin Edwards, who died in 2012 at age 85 on a birding trip to the Amazon of Brazil, will
likely be our number one in this category for some time yet with his amazing total of 8456. Todd
Pepper is still solidly in 2" spot, and the leader among living CLCers, with 6630 species.

You can see the overview of
v2018  (August 2018), the latest version, and download the wupdate from
http://www.birds.cornell.edu/clementschecklist/download/ on the Cornell website. For this issue the
number of families increases to 251, but since one of these is now on the extinct list (Mohoidae), we
will use the 250 figure. Two new families were added in 2018: The Storm-Petrels (Hydrobatidae)
were split into Southern Storm-Petrels (Oceanitidae) and Northern Storm-Petrels (Hydrobatidae)
and the Crested Jay (Platylophus galericulatus) has been redubbed Crested Shrikejay and split off
from the Corvidae (Crows, Jays, and Magpies) to start its own family: Platylophidae.

Todd Pepper has moved into top spot in this ever-changing list with 248, while George
Bryant & Paul Mackenzie are tied for 2nd spot with 244 species reported. New to this list is Larry
Neily (100), who snuck in with the Storm-Petrels. The most improved total was Mark Dennis’s +44,
followed by Todd Pepper’s +13. Of our 38 listers, 15 are above 200 and 26 over 150.

A quick word here about the “Seen in All” categories below: These are neither single
regions combining provinces or territories, nor ATPAT-type lists adding together the totals from
different provinces or territories within a larger region; but lists of species seen in each of the
provinces or territories within a given region. For example, to add a bird to your “Seen in All 3
Territories” list, you must see it in each of the Yukon, the Northwest Territories and Nunavut.
While this may seem self-evident to many, sometimes a reader will exhibit a bit of quite justifiable
confusion over this.

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YEAR LISTS

To qualify for inclusion below, a birder must have a year list of 40% of the provincial/territorial total in most
provinces; though only 30% in Prince Edward Island, Newfoundland and Labrador, the Yukon, and Northwest
Territories; and only 20% for Nunavut Territory. Year List thresholds for Canada, ATPAT, ABA area and the World are
80% of the Lifelist cutoff. Bigby’s are 10% less (see note under Alberta). Thresholds are shown in the table headers.
Each table includes a birder's best ever Year List, as well as their qualifying 2018 Year List, if any. All 2018 Year Lists
in each category are bolded. This will serve not only to aid in finding last year’s lists more easily, but also to give, at a
glance, an idea of an area’s current level of activity.

2018 was an average year for Canadian Year Listers, with 8 listers qualifying on the Canada list. However,
David Bell has set a new standard for CLC members at 436, shattering the old Fur & Feathers effort from 2012.
Congratulations David. Gerry & James Fox were next best at 353 each.

In the province/territory categories there were 24 (-3) qualifying 2018 lists. Alberta, Manitoba and Ontario
shared the most birders who exceeded the threshold for 2018, with five each. British Columbia and New Brunswick had
three each; while Nova Scotia had two, and Saskatchewan had one.

Measures for best provincial list are not really comparable from province to province; some provinces have
more species, some a higher percentage of rarities, some more difficult travel conditions, etc. So, it makes sense to
examine more than one category. Three measures we usually mention here are top percentage of the provincial list;
top number of species; and beating the previous top list in a province/territory.

In 2018, in the beating the previous top list in a province/territory category, there was only one province
with a new record (AB). Gerry and James Fox both had 320 species, beating their former record of 315 from 2015. In
the top number of species category in 2018 with 320 in AB, James & Gerry Fox were the winners. David Milsom’s 313
in Ontario was next closest, then David Bell’s 310 in BC. In the last category, the top percentage from any list across
Canada came, not from Manitoba as it often used to be in the past, but from, for the 4™ year in a row, Alberta. James and
Gerry Fox had 75% of the AB list. Garry Budyk was next with 70% in MB, then Daniel Sawatzky with 65% in SK.
With top spots in all three categories, Gerry & James Fox share the Year Lister of 2018 award.

Gerry Fox provided this lovely photo of one of his and James’ Alberta Big Year birds, a scarce for AB Eastern Bluebird taken
on Jun. 12, 2018 in the Cypress Hills, AB. He comments: “I like this photo because it looks like it could be a song poster - (a
bluebird, a padlock and a chain - what could be more country/western than that.”

Winter Season Lifelists, as opposed to the usual Winter Lifelists (December, January &
February), are lifelists of species seen between the Winter Solstice and the Vernal Equinox: the
actual season of winter. Thresholds in these categories are 10% less than the regular winter lifelists.

Your compiler decided to tackle counting his Winter Season lists two years ago and found,
though it presented some challenges, it was not so difficult as it at first appeared to be. I'm not sure
how others have done it in the past, but here’s what I did. The first task was to find a reliable place
to get the exact date and time of the Winter Solstice and Vernal Equinox. That proved to be fairly
easy in this day and age of the internet. There is a very useful page for Solstices & Equinoxes at
https://www.timeanddate.com/astronomy/. Simply begin to type the location of your list in the box
below “Equinox & Solstices” and click on the place from the list produced that will work for you. |
used Halifax for my NS lists. If you have a time zone change within your area, you will need to
adjust for it (plus or minus an hour). The site then comes up with Solstices & Equinoxes for Halifax
(Surrounding 10 Years). Using the dropdown menu “Showing”, on the right just above the table,
you can get any years you will need. Of course, you will be able to use your month lists and take
January and February complete, only needing to worry about December and March. | used those
month lists to find any species not on the Jan.-Feb. combined list. Then | used eBird to bring up the
species in question from my sightings to get their exact dates and times. Less checking than |
thought, most were in or out by days. Those that fell on the very day of the Winter Solstice and
Vernal Equinox required checking the time. One species was in by an hour and one out by and hour.
Very few had to be checked this way. Of course, | know many of you don’t use eBird or keep month
lists, so this method will only work for those diehards that do. The rest will have to use longhand.

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LOCAL LIFELISTS

For all but a few northern areas and some special criteria lists, the thresholds for Local Lists are 150
for Lifelists and 120 for Year Lists. County combinations are higher at 180 and 150. Watch in the headers
for thresholds in other lists. Local Lists are as reported up to the end of 2018. They are shown on a province
by province basis. Local Lists are presented in five sections: Local Lifelists, Local Year Lists, Local Day
Lists, Local Winter Lists and Local Single Winter Lists, similar to the way in which the major category lists
are treated.

The variety of places people keep lists for continues to grow, the Local Lifelists areas numbering 336
(+21) this year. Within Canada there are 258 locations; ON leading with 68, then NS with 42, BC 40 and
MB 34. There were 1291 (+93) individual entries; ON leading here too with 257, then BC with 156, NS
146, and MB 66. Included with the Local Lists are special Canada-wide criteria lists (5), AMAT lists (7),
other Canada-related lists (8). Also included here are the foreign national (48), hemispheric area (4),
international geographic area (7), and major world region (10) lists that so many of you traveling listers are
keen on. Comment and comparison are indulged in below under provincial headings. To compare Local
Areas becomes less and less possible as sizes vary more. Please send me the number of species listed on any
local checklists you may have, that will surely help. Thanks.

Clarification of the Local Area Definitions is an ongoing process. The file is now on the internet site
but is incomplete and needs your input. Especially helpful would be an email containing the text describing
an area to be inserted. Thank you to those who have provided this.

To make reporting easier, | have asked listers to simply send an email (or note) with only the details
of their lists that have changed. In most cases this amounts to less than ten updates. This will make my job
easier too, something for which I fervently wish. However, you submit your numbers, please be careful and
double check what you’ve written or typed. A goodly portion of time always seems to be taken to follow up
on inconsistencies or ambiguities in reports. This year there was more need to request clarification of
reported numbers than previously. Naturally, some of the problems originate from this end.

British Columbia: The most active local list in BC in 2018 was the Vancouver Checklist Area (as
opposed to the Metro Vancouver District (eBird “county”) with 9 updates and a new lister. Next most active
were Victoria with 4 updates (one of whom was a new lister) and Semiahmoo Peninsula with 4 updates.
Mike Toochin still has the highest local list total in BC, 376 in the Vancouver Checklist Area, although
Wayne Weber’s 379 for the entire Coastal BC could be considered the winning list. Richard Cannings has
the honours for the top interior list, 306 for the Okanagan Valley, though again Wayne Weber’s 316 for the
entire BC Interior could be considered tops. For small sized areas, Mike Toochin’s 272 for lona Island is
tops. Best gains on any list were by David Bell with 65 in Victoria (perhaps even more for Vancouver
Island, though that was not reported), followed by Kevin Neill with 30 in both VVancouver Island & Victoria.
New to lists in 2018 were two new listers for the AMAT Vancouver list (Danny Tyson — 2779 & top spot; &
Carlo Giovanella - 2287); and one new lister for each of the following areas: Metro Vancouver District
(Jock McCracken - 223), Vancouver Checklist Area (Carlo Giovanella - 356) and Victoria (David Bell —
252). No new areas were initiated in 2018.

Alberta: Activity in AB was way down for previous years, maybe because of birders moving to BC.
All the updates came from Joan & Malcolm McDonald or Bill Wilson. The Banff National Park and the
Provincial Parks in AB lists each had two updates (the McDonald’s), while 3 other lists had one update each
(Bill Wilson). Each gain was of a single species. Bill Wilson has the highest local list in the province, 341 in
the Greater Calgary Region. No new lists in 2018.

Saskatchewan: Daniel Sawatzky accounted for all CLC activity in SK again in 2018. Daniel has the
highest total in SK with 271 in Regina; and he has the top gain of +4 at The Elbow. No new lists or listers.

Manitoba: Although the Southeastern MB area continues to provide the highest local list for the
province (Robert Parsons’ 345); Winnipeg had the highest of what might be considered true local lists
(Rob’s 307). The top local gain was by Rob Parsons for Fort Whyte Nature Centre (+6). Rob Parsons joined
the St. Vital Park list with 152. One new list was started: North Interlaken Area (Jock McCracken — 214).

Ontario: In 2018 the most active list was the Hamilton Study Area list, with 5 updates and 5 new
listers. This was in large part due to the efforts of Bob Curry, whose encouragement led to an influx of new
CLCers. Point Pelee CBC Area was next most active with 8 updates and 1 new lister. New listers joined
Bruce (Ken Burrell with a leading 232, Rob Porter at 174 & Burke Korol at 150), Chatham-Kent (Ken
Burrell - 268), Cochrane (Ken Burrell - 204), Essex (Todd Pepper — 336 — good for 2™ spot, and (Ken
Burrell - 305), Kawartha Lakes Single Tier City (Josh Vandermeulen — 193 and top spot), Lambton County
(Ken Burrell - 220), Niagara Region (Ken Burrell - 218), Norfolk Single Tier Town (Ken Burrell — 294 &
2" spot; and Frank Pinilla — 197), City of Ottawa (Jeff Shevington — 297 & 2" spot; and Frank Pinilla —
189), Simcoe County (Josh Vandermeulen — 227), Wellington County (Ken Burrell - 216), All Ontario
Counties Added Together (Ken Burrell — 7888 good for top spot), Hamilton Study Area (Rob Dobos - 350
& 2" place, Dave Don — 339, Robert Waldhuber — 331, Jim Watt — 318 & Rob Porter - 262), Pelee Island
(Ken Burrell — 246 & 2" spot), Point Pelee CBC Area (Todd Pepper — 327), and Greater Toronto Area (Josh
Vandermeulen — 287). There were 7 new lists in ON: Elgin County (Ken Burrell - 204), Haldimand Single
Tier Town (Ken Burrell - 235), City of Hamilton (Rob Porter — 259 & Ken Burrell - 246), Huron County
(Ken Burrell - 206), Waterloo Region (Ken Burrell - 253), Dundas Valley & Dundas Marsh IBA (Rob
Porter — 216), and McMaster Forest (Rob Porter — 156). Frank Pinilla had the top gain in ON, of +17 for
Simcoe County. At 384, the late Alan Wormington’s Chatham-Kent/Essex/Lambton County combination
still is the top Local List for ON, but is a large multi-county area. Paul Pratt is in 2" spot with 377, followed
closely by Keith Burk with 376. Top “real” local list is still Alan’s Point Pelee CBC Area list at 367, though
he must have had a higher Chatham-Kent list. Paul Pratt’s 360 in Essex County is next best.

Quebec: The highest Local Lifelist is held by Peter Mitchell, with 342 in Montreal. Second spot goes
to Mabel Mclintosh at 338 in Montreal and third to Olivier Barden in Quebec City Region (COQ) (325).
Biggest gain was in C6te-Nord by Olivier Barden (+3). One new list: Pumpkinseed Bay Beach (Jacques
Bouvier - 201).

New Brunswick: Miscou Island was the most active area in NB among CLCers with 3 updates,
followed by Grand Manan and Ile Lameque with 2 updates each. There was one new lister for Westmorland
County (Larry Neily - 151). The top local lists are still all from the Acadian Peninsula, led by Rosita
Lanteigne at 319. Benoit Lanteigne is next at 315. Denise Godin and Jolande St-Pierre, with a +4 each in
Grand Manan, shared the highest increase.

Nova Scotia: The most active area in Nova Scotia was Shelburne County with 5 updates and 1 new
lister. Top local listers were Clarence Stevens Il at 386, Fulton Lavender - 382 and Clarence Stevens Sr. -
355, all in Halifax County; followed by John Nickerson in Shelburne (346). Top small area list was John
Nickerson’s 334 on Cape Sable Island. The top NS local area gainer was Alix d’Entremont in Shelburne
County with +12, followed by Mark Dennis & Mike MacDonald on Cape Sable Island with +8 and Mike
MacDonald in Yarmouth County also with +8.

Elsewhere in Canada: No changes in the remaining provinces and territories. David Seeler still leads
with 211 in PEI National Park, the only local list reported from PEI. The late Blake Maybank has the top
Local Lifelist for NF, with a 248 for Western Newfoundland. In the Yukon, Wayne Neily had not only the
top Local Lifelist, but the only one, 114 for Kluane National Park.

Foreign: In 2018 we had 10 new nation lists with 14 new listers to bring us to 46 foreign country
lists: Borneo, Dominican Republic, Ghana, Guatemala, The Netherlands, Norway, Paraguay, Philippines,
Trinidad & Tobago and Western Samoa. Forty-four updates and 52 new additions were reported on existing
lists. Ten existing lists (plus the 10 new lists) have new leaders: Todd Pepper (6), Jim Watt (5), Mike Austin
(2), and one each for the following: Rolph Davis, Chris Escott, Roger Foxall, Rudolf Koes, Mike Toochin,
Josh Vandermeulen and Ray Woods. Additionally, Mike Toochin added 2 more than Sharon Toochin to take
the lead on the Israel list with 358. The geographic area section has been rearranged somewhat. It now is
less confusing and has the ABA Major World Regions together, instead of Continental and Oceans sections.

MAJOR WORLD REGIONS (ABA defined continental and oceanic regions)

The American Birding Association (ABA) divides the entire world into nine Listing Regions, as shown on the ABA
Listing Regions Map (http://listing.aba.org/descriptions/), and as supplemented by the specific descriptions below it.
In the event of apparent conflict with the Map, the descriptions are controlling. Each of the five continental Listing
Regions includes: (a) all interior seas; (b) “related” islands which lie generally within 200 nautical miles of the
continent, as listed below in each continental description; and (c) a “pelagic belt,” extending seaward 200 nautical
miles from the coastline and/or from related islands, or half the distance to another continent (or to islands in an
ocean Region) if closer. Ocean regions include ocean and islands more than 200 nautical miles from a continent.
The South Polar Region, though involving a continent, is treated differently. It includes all land and ocean south

of 52 degrees south latitude in the Atlantic and Indian Oceans, and south of 56 degrees south latitude in the Pacific
Ocean. Where 56S in the Pacific reaches the 200-nautical-mile pelagic belt of South America, the boundary follows
the edge of the pelagic belt around the tip of South America and northward in the Atlantic Ocean to 54S, thence
eastward to 50 degrees west longitude, thence northward to 52 degrees south latitude, thence eastward to 147
degrees east longitude (the boundary of the Pacific Ocean Region), thence southward to 56S. This boundary
approximates the Antarctic Convergence. The South Polar Region includes Shag Rocks, South Georgia, Bouvet
(near 5E), and the Heard Island group. Excluded are the Falkland Islands, Kerguelen, and Macquarie Island.

There were 122 (up 1 from 2017, hereafter shown simply as +1) listers reporting 280 (+1) qualifying
provincial or territorial lifelists. Five birders made the lists for 10 or more provinces or territories in 2018.
Alex Gray and Peter Mitchell are on all 13 lists. The other 3 are all on 11 lists, each missing NU and one
other; Roger Foxall (NT), Wayne Neily (NF), and Eric Tull (NS). It should surprise no one that same
names, along with the late Blake Maybank, hold the top six spots on the ATPAT list. The 7" ATPAT spot
is held by John Luce, who is 6" with 8 qualifying provincial or territorial lifelists. Right behind him are
Paul Pratt and Brooke Clibbon with 7 lists.

A total of 128 (+2) birders made at least one of the 38 (+2) categories in the lifelist tables, while
there were 821 (+21) total listings. Eleven (E) listers were on 15 or more of the 38 categories. Eric Tull
and Alex Gray are on 26 lists, Roger Foxall on 22, Wayne Neily & Larry Neily on 21, Peter Mitchell on
19, David Bell on 18, Brooke Clibbon 17, Theo Hofmann, Burke Korol & David Stirling 16, and Paul Pratt
15.

In the 2018 Year List section’s 30 (E) categories, 97 (+1) birders were on at least one list, and the
total number of listings was 404 (+4). Nine (-2) birders were listed 10 or more times, sometimes twice on a
list if their 2018 total qualified and was less than their highest ever. Eric Tull was noted 24 times, followed
by Bill Wilson with 16 and Burke Korol with 12. In the Day List section there were 15 (E) categories, with
41 (E) listers and 71 (E) listings. Paul Pratt leads with listings in 10 categories. Alex Gray & Eric Tull had
6 each.

In the Winter Lifelist section there were 30 (+3) categories, with 70 (+4) birders and 185 (+4)
listings. Leading all comers was Larry Neily with 15; followed by Clarence Stevens, Sr. with 10; then Bill
Wilson with 9. There were 20 (+2) Single Winter categories, with 53 (-3) listers and 119 (-7) listings. Alex
Gray, Joan McDonald and Malcolm McDonald were tops with 7 each.

We had 336 (+22) areas (including special categories) where Local Lifelists were kept, 118 (+2) for
Local Year Lists, 13 (E) for Local Day Lists, 53 (+4) for Local Winter Lifelists, and 25 (+2) for Local
Single Winter Lists. There were 132 (+5) listers, with 1291 (+93) individual listings in the Local Lifelists
section, 75 (-1) listers and 258 (E) lists in the Local Year List category, 13 (E) listers and 18 (-1) lists for
Local Day Lists, 27 (+1) and 96 (+3) for Local Winter Lifelists, and 18 (E) and 39 (+2) for Local Single
Winter Lists. Combining all 545 (+30) Local Listing categories there were 135 (+7) listers with 1702
(+97) entries. Clarence Stevens, Sr. is on 89 individual lists, Larry Neily on 81, Burke Korol 68 and Eric
Tull 67.

Overall, we now have 153 (+5) listers keeping lists for 678 (+37) categories. There were 3302
(+119) individual entries on our lists, for an average of 21.6 (+0.1) lists per birder. Thirty-six (+4) listers
are on fewer than five lists (only 10 current CLCers), while 22 (E) had more than twice the average

I will be submitting a new
local list next year - the Credit Valley Watershed as I have moved to Streetsville and now
reside on the banks of the Credit River (not literally although I know one individual in town
living in a tent). Please give my best regards as always to Antoinette.

Michael Austin: Many changes to my lists this year. Most notable, finally reached 850 for
continental North America with a Short-tailed Albatross off Amlia Is. in the central Aleutians
June 5th. Thus, ends a 60 year quest which started in an age when 700 was considered
unattainable. My lists started with a cardinal at my backyard feeder in Chatham, ON January 1,
1957. Perhaps the most seminal moment was at Repulse Bay in what is now Nunavut. After
seeing my first Rock Ptarmigan on May 29, 1971 one of my fellow student observers asked my
how many birds were on my list. Birding North America has taken me to some wonderful
places to see birds whose names would have been totally unknown to me in 1971. Very
gratifying, indeed! Hope it's warm there in AZ. It's 1C here in suburban Houston this morning.

David Bell: I was lucky enough this year to bird in 9 provinces, as I was working in the
Maritimes in the winter/spring and in BC for the fall, with a roadtrip across the country in early
July. This boosted quite a few of my Canada-related lists! A ten-day roadtrip through Colorado,
Utah and Arizona in late April followed by a few days in southern Ontario in early May was my
other highlight of the year, adding a few lifers such as Gunnison Sage-Grouse and Spotted
Owl. Photographed in Canada - not currently in your compilation, but I think it could be added!
I'm at 457 (+64). I still think as Canadian Lister's Corner it could at least have a Canada
option to go with world and ABA - no need to delve into provinces/patches/year/etc.) Editor:
"I agree and have added said list.” David: Sault Ste. Marie still works as my hometown - I'm
not really in any one place long enough to justify using it as my location! As for eBird vs. ABA
totals, that won't be an issue soon. eBird will be rolling out the 'do not count on my lists'
button sometime in the next month or two - finally! This should allow people to align their
eBird and ABA list totals. Editor: “"That may not solve the problem. People will have to actually
use it. But then, why count poultry or lost pets anyway?”

Jacques Bouvier: I am sure you are now enjoying the hot temperatures in Arizona. Cold and
snowy here!! Not sure if you will be able to use my data at this late date. Ed: “Feb. 18 is
definitely early compared to many.” Jacques: List totals are pretty much the same as last year
as I spent most of my time birding at a fantastic hotspot I discovered near my new residence
in Hawkesbury. See a Bird finding Guide I created for this new hotspot on the Quebec side of
the Ottawa River: https://jacques-miroiseur.smugmug.com/Birds/Birds-of-Far-Eastern-

under the photos. My life list total for Pumpkinseed Bay Beach now stands at 201 (after a little
more than 1 year of birding).

Ed: “Sounds like a great
spot.” Jacques: I have improved my SmugMug photo site: http://jacques-
miroiseur.smugmug.com/. I always enjoy each issue with stats and photos. Ed: “Thanks for all
the great shots you sent this year. Must have been a great trip to Churchill.”

Martin Bowman & Gillian Horgan: Only change this year is to life list totals to include a trip
to Sri Lanka and India last March. Thanks for doing this.

Murray Brown: Good to hear from you again. As per my last report I haven’t done a lot of
birding over the year but was lucky enough to pick up a couple or three since last time. My son
and I will be heading to Texas in April for my first time ever and I'm going there with fingers
crossed! I still only keep the 3 lists and they are: ABA, Canada & BC.

George Bryant: The HAS (Hamilton Study Area) list is probably new to you but has been
important to many Hamilton birders for decades. It is a 30 km. circle around Dundurn Castle,
Hamilton. eBird does not recognize it so Bob Curry has suggested to some Hambirders to
submit to you. Hopefully you will set up a new category. Editor: “I believe the category does
exist and had 10 listers last issue, including you. Do I have something wrong there?” George:
Last year I achieved my goal of seeing all the world’s bird families as per the 2000 iteration. I
added Kagu in New Caledonia and Silktail in Fiji. I am missing six families from the Clements’
2018 list but who cares now? Bird family taxonomy is in such a major flux—moving targets are
antithetical to listing. Ed: “Yes, it is a difficult, yet popular, category.” George: As a Canada
bird, biggest miss is still Northern Pygmy-Owl. I tried for it once again this year. Maybe next
year? Canada (and Ontario) listers got a big boost this year with three easy-to-see species:
Reddish Egret, Great Kiskadee and Barnacle Goose. Calliope Hummer was new for the Ontario
list. Keep up the great work.

Bruce Brydon: It has been a long time since I have added 6 species to my Ontario list but the
string of rarities (Reddish Egret, Swallow-tailed Kite, Great Kiskadee, Say's Phoebe, and
Calliope Hummingbird) that appeared in the province in the late summer and fall certainly
helped me as I am sure it did others as well. Keep up the good work. I know it is labourious.
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Garry Budyk: One I never noticed before: Yard Lists. Not sure if this list is attached to the
Winter List series, or if this is Life Yard List? Editor: “It is a lifelist. And I moved it to reduce
ambiguity.” Garry: If it is a Life Yard List, my number is 148. I will also send some photos in 2
separate emails. As usual, you may use as many or as few as you would like for the 2018
report. Ed: “Thanks Garry, it is great to have photos, especially of rarities from all over the
country. Thanks for sending that lovely group.”

Ken Burrell: I saw a note from Bob Curry who mentioned you put the Listers' Corner
together, and was wondering if I could contribute some totals from myself for the 2018 issue?
Editor: “Absolutely! Welcome to the CLC. For ON birders especially, check out Ken's The Best
Places to Bird in Ontario - in stores spring 2019. And learn more about him at:
http://www.burrellbirding.ca.”
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Bob Curry: Glenda Slessor and I had an excellent year, especially in Ontario. I got four new
birds, something that I've probably not done in decades. Barnacle Goose, Reddish Egret, Great
Kiskadee and Calliope Hummingbird were also all new Canada birds. Glenda got seven life
Ontario birds to bring her into the 400+ club for the province. We did a trip to Vancouver
Island in September with several other Ontario birders. Almost missed the Great Kiskadee as a
result but it obliged by turning up again in October - and again in December for a new Winter
List bird! Two pelagics, off Tofino and Uclulet, were the purpose of the trip and, of course, the
highlight. The trip added 12 to my Canada list. I have been encouraging Hamilton birders to
submit their Hamilton Study Area lists as quite a few have lists larger than those who have
submitted to Canada Listers' Corner. I hope they do so. The Hamilton Checklist Area is a circle
that includes parts of seven counties and thus may be more difficult to calculate. Many thanks
for doing this Larry. I thought that all this died with Gerry Bennett until George Bryant
revealed this "secret society" a couple of years ago. Editor: “Thanks for drumming up interest
for the CLC in the Hamilton area. It worked, as we had several new listers join us on your
account. No "secret society", just low key. After Gerry Bennett ran it as a column in Birdfinding
in Canada (1981-89), it was continued in Canadian Birding by Eric Tull (1990-93). When that
publication ceased, Eric kept the Listers' Corner alive as a separate annual publication in 1994
and 1995. This was continued by Burke Korol from 1996 through 2004, and by me since then.”

Joan Czapalay: In Nova Scotia last year, I added only one bird (Kelp Gull in HRM) to my
Nova Scotia (and my ABA list). I am back in Tucson, Arizona, and once again enjoying the SE
AZ birds. I cannot remember if I have ever sent in my Arizona list, but would like to do so. My
SE list is 305. I can add about 10 more from Phoenix, Flagstaff Yuma and GCV for an AZ total
of 315. Editor: "I would love to do US states, but the extra work involved would be way too
much. It's already way too much." Joan: And I do chase a bit! I got a lucky start here with
Kenn Kaufman, Chris Benish, Greg Homel, Melody Kohl and Dick Carlson, who have
volunteered to lead trips for Tucson Audubon Society through the years. I am not good on
sparrows, don't have good auditory memory and won't count any bird unless I can see the field
marks. So, while my goal for AZ is 350, I may never make it. I rarely have use of a car. Have
not yet seen the Lovebirds! But I had good luck with seeing 5 different ELTRs last year. And
what wonderful, friendly, sharing people I have met on this journey! Thank you for compiling,
and happy birding! Are you doing Listers’ Corner online? Editor: "The website is at:
http://www.neilyworld.com/neilyworld/listerscorner/listers-corner.htm, where you will find the
most current and many past issues and other informaation."

Rolph Davis: It is the coldest day of the winter here north of Toronto, so it seems like a good
time to update my bird lists. Once again, thank you very much for undertaking Canadian
Listers’ Corner, it provides many hours of enjoyment updating lists and reading about the lists
and activities of other birders. This spring I have plans for Panama and back to Brazil before
the summer. I have a couple of older lists that may or may not meet the relevant listing
criteria. They are Borneo (260 species) and the Philippines (253 species).

Mark & Sandra Dennis: Another year gone, additions made to many lists and a new list
ready to go for 2019. Thanks again for doing Lister's Corner, it is perhaps unique in the
information it imparts and it always an excellent read. 2018 was the year when we went to
Australia for the first & hopefully not the last time. An entirely new avifauna unfurled before us
with life birds and family ticks enjoyed in a relaxed country that currently teems with birds. I
managed 341 species on the trip including 299 lifers, taking me to within a touching distance
of 3000. I also added ticks to my subspecies list which now stands at 3947. At home I was not
always so lucky, dipping the Dartmouth Kelp Gull a ridiculous six times! Consequently, I failed
to add anything to my ABA or Canada list in 2018, I did lose Thayer’s though like everyone
else. My NS list saw movement with 8 species added, the best being a short-staying
Hammond’s Flycatcher at Cape Forchu, and so I progressed to 328 in just 3.5 years. My patch
of Cape Sable Island was quite good to me, and I had 8 new species. The highlight was the
island’s 1t Am. White Pelican, I suspect South Polar Skua is new for the island too but I'm still
researching that. Quite a surprise was a Brewer’s Blackbird that stuck long enough for most
people to catch up with it.
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Rob Dobos: I am submitting lists for inclusion in the next Canada Listers’ Corner compilation.
I am a first-time contributor, although have been actively birding for over 35 years. These
totals are current up to the end of 2018. Ed: "Great. Welcome to the group Rob."

Dave Don: As encouraged by Bob Curry I would like to submit my 3 important life lists to
Listers’ Corner: Hamilton Study Area Life List, Ontario Life List & Ontario Winter Life List. I am
not too tech savvy and I hope this will suffice. Ed: "It’s all good Dave. Welcome to you too."

Brian Elder: 2018 was a very enjoyable year for me with trips to Alaska and Brazil. Like you,
I'm enjoying not being in Canada at the moment as my wife and I are spending a few weeks in
Panama. Thanks again for putting these numbers all together.

Gerry & James Fox: 320 species for Alberta in 2018 was a personal best for my son James
and myself. We didn't plan going for a big year but a series of serendipitous events gave us
Chestnut-backed Chickadee, Summer and Scarlet Tanager, Prothonotary Warbler, Northern
Parula, Lewis' Woodpecker, Black-chinned & Anna's Hummingbird and Black Scoter. After that
it just sort of fell into place. Some of the usually reliable species however were a real
challenge. (White-tailed Ptarmigan - three days at Ptarmigan Cirque, Golden-crowned Sparrow
- dipped at Banff, Jasper, Cardinal Divide, and twice in Calgary before getting onto the bird at
Canmore, Dusky Grouse - four trips to Waterton/Pincher Creek, and LT Duck (don't ask).
Despite all the time and travel away from home the year was a huge amount of fun (it also
helps if you are a little bit crazy). Other than a good spotting scope our most important pieces
of equipment are two folding camp chairs and two collapsible three-legged stools. One of our
favourite birding experiences in 2018 was watching a Laysan Albatross for about 20 minutes
from a distance of about 40 metres as it was fighting with a Spiny Dogfish Shark over a piece
of by-catch dumped by a fishing trawler. We were in a small boat about 30 km off the coast of
Tofino and this magnificent bird was a lifer for most of the 10 birders on board.
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Andrew Foxall: My name is Andrew Foxall and I am a resident of Surrey, BC. I have been
birding with my dad and on my own for 20 or so years - and it now seems appropriate to
contribute some of my list’s totals to CLC. Ed: "Indeed. Welcome to the group, Andrew."

Roger Foxall: Canada 549 (added Caracara and Kiskadee). Canada Winter Lifelist 299 (nearly
there! Cape May Warbler on January 2, 2019 got me to 300). Brazil 782 (additions on Rio
Negro tour).

Alex Gray: Thank you for once again undertaking a huge task. My changes are attached. I
must have made a mistake on a couple of numbers in last year's report, but they are now
correct and I have cross checked all my lists. Ed: "Not your's, but my errors." Alex: As the
number of categories in your report continues to expand - so does the amount of work you
must do. I commend you. Costa’s Hummingbird, Reddish Egret, Great Kiskadee added in
Canada. Birds of Nunavut - Richards & Gaston - published 2018 - UBC press says Nunavut list
is 295. Ed: "Thanks. I'll be sure to update this next year."

Gordon Grieef: There are very few changes for 2018 as I was unable to do very much
birding. I couldn’t walk more than a short distance without becoming very short of breath. I
was concerned that it was either my heart or my lungs, but humerous tests ruled both of those
possibilities out. Now, after more than a year of tests, the medical profession still has not come
up with the answer. Ed: "And the wheels of medicine turn slowly in Canada. I hope you will get
some resolution in 2019."

Jerery Kimm: No new numbers for me... darn kids got in the way of birding last year! Ed:
"C'est la vie."

Steve Knight: Quiet year as am not doing a lot of birding. As I approach retirement have
been favouring that four-letter word called golf ;-) Once I retire, I'll have time for both golf and
birding! 2018 Alberta + 1 Chestnut-backed Chickadee to 329 species. Ed: "To bird or to golf:
choice of four-letter pastimes. Or you could start a new list or two: Species seen on golf
courses in Canada, etc.."

Rudolf Koes: Thanks for once again compiling these lists. Always fun to peruse and the
photographs and anecdotes add to it. I have the following numbers (all the Canadian list
increases by a single bird are courtesy of the Fieldfare at Creighton, SK last winter). Trips to
India, Georgia and Armenia added to other lists.

Burke Korol: Canada - Life - 479 (my reported total from last year was 475, but I added six
new birds to Canada in 2018; I should not have included a non-countable European Goldfinch
in last year's total (which I saw in 2006) and I 'lost' Thayer's Gull). Editor: "So glad to see
some self-policing going on out there. Burke is not the only one, but it is important to keep
lists comparable. Thanks to Burke and everyone else who takes the time to correct their
numbers." Burke: I finally got to NWT - just YT left now. Thanks so much for keeping this
birding tradition alive. Ed: "Coming from my immediate predecessor, that means a lot. You're
welcome."

Paul MacKenzie: I only birded in Ontario and McGee Marsh, Ohio in 2018. No international
trips. The only excitement was what other Ontario birders enjoyed - some new provincial
records. I have changed my recording method by transferring records from Birdbase to eBird.
This added some splits but missed some birds somehow. I will submit the eBird totals here.

Angus MacLean: My wife has major issues with mobility so that has restricted my pursuit of
birds, but I'll have to get out more in 2019. Really appreciate your efforts in continuing Listers’
Corner.
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Don MacNeill: I didn't travel much in 2018 except for my first vist to Point Pelee and
Algonquin Park. I just realized that my previous years' number for Cuba was above the
threshhold. Some of the world increases must be splits. Thanks for doing ths Larry.

Thor Manson: For the ABA area, my number, at the end of 2018 was 833, thanks partly to a
trip to Kauai in late October. For ABA Continental, my number as of the end of 2018 was 794.
Perhaps the most significant bird added to that list was the Fan-tailed Warbler that showed up
near Portal, Arizona in the spring, and was quite cooperative for a number of birders who
chased it. As I didn't make it up to Canada for all of 2018, neither my Canada wide numbers,
nor BC numbers changed. Thanks to a recent trip to BC this month I did manage to add a bird,
the Fieldfare, but that will be for 2019. Why couldn't the Dusky Thrush show up at the same
time!! Perhaps when you describe my residence in the lists, you might say Green Valley,
Arizona; ex Oliver, BC; but, obviously, that's up to you. Hope you make it down to Arizona this
winter. As of today, the White-throated Thrush is still showing well up Madera Canyon. If you
would like some help finding it, or just some general birding, do not hesitate to e-mail or give
me a call. Editor: "Thanks for the offer Thor. We did get down for a while this winter but not
much travel. We did get down the day before the thrush disappeared, but between the snow
storm closing the road to Madera Canyon and the snow cover changing the bird's habits, we
missed it. That was our only visit down that way. Sorry we missed you."

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Jock McCracken: I stumbled on to your listing website. I don’t know why I did not know
about it. I know a bunch of people in it. I live in Vancouver for the winter and then drive
through AB & SK to Manitoba south of Gimli to our cottage for the summer. I have done fairly
well with my eBird lists and right now I have my Canada Life at 364, BC 244 and MB at 257
with the Year lists for Canada at 329, BC at 207 and MB 246. I checked out your 2016 list and
I think I might make it on a few of the lists. So maybe I should give it a go. What do I do?
(Editor: "My reply to Jock follows, as it will hopefully be useful to others who stumble across
this issue: "Welcome to the club. The website you stumbled upon should have appropriate
instructions, as should the latest issue of the CLC. That is if you stumbled to the right page. To
be sure I offer the URLs for the CLC home page and the 2018 Issue, which is also available on
the home page. In any case, it is really simple to join. Just send me a list of your lists and their
respective totals. You can go through the issue to see what other lists you may be able to add.
The rules are few and we operate on trust. Basically, we follow ABA listing guidelines, so be
careful to include only wild birds accepted by the ABA and appropriate rare birds committees
from the reporting area and to exclude domestic, escaped and unaccepted birds (like exotics or
questionable occurrences that eBird is happy to accept). I don't report such to eBird, so my
totals on eBird match my CLC and ABA totals. Anyway, the yearly issue lists listers and their
lists as of the end of the day on Dec. 31st each year. It is like a snapshot of Canadian listers
once a year. So, submit your numbers by email on Jan. 1st or later. I usually send out notices.
The issue comes out anywhere from May to September. My life is chaos."")

Joan & Malcolm McDonald: The annual taxonomic changes required by the updates to
Clements continue to be a nuisance but, at least so far, annual updates to AVISYS have still
been available. As a result, this year we gained 2 species for our world list, lost one for Europe
and gained one for the ABA, all without leaving home! Not a particularly active year for us
birding-wise, the main highlight being the Prothonotary Warbler which turned up in Canmore
during a cold spell in September. It hung around from the 15th to the 19th until the weather
relented and warmed up with bright sunshine. This allowed many people to get good photos,
and you may get a few from others, but just in case I attach one showing it sitting under
bushes above the water. It seems extremely well camouflaged against the green and yellow
leaves. Editor: "Thanks for sending the photo, no one else did. Rare bird photos are especially
appropriate for the CLC issue." Joan & Malcolm: A second unexpected warbler showed up a
little bit later, a Parula, but this was around only for a couple of days and we unfortunately
missed it, but many others got to add two warblers in ten days to their Alberta list. I'm also
continuing to add data from old records to AVISYS and this results in occasional minor changes
to our records as corrections are made. Other than that, not much to report, except to repeat
the many expressions for thank for your devotion to Canadian Listers’ Corner. Re-reading last
year’s report reminded me of the massive task you take on to prepare this report!

Annie McLeod & Joel Cherry: Only two lists to update this year — Saskatchewan Life List
and Interprovincial Prairie Provinces (AB, MB & SK). One of the new Saskatchewan lifers for us
in 2018 was the Willow Ptarmigan, and I have attached a photo of one of the birds in the group
we saw. We are thinking that perhaps 2019 will be the year in which we meet the threshold to
submit to the Canada Life List, so here's hoping! Editor: “Thanks for the photo, it found a
great spot in the issue. And good luck on the Canada list.”

Peter Mitchell: Larry sorry for the delay but I was away and was not able to update my lists,
so let's report last year’s numbers. Thanks, Larry, for what you do for all the Listers. Much
appreciated. Editor: “"Thanks, Peter.”

Mike Mulligan: Larry, every time I look at your report I'm blown away. I cannot conceive how
you have the patience (and time!) to produce it as well as you do. Thank you much for all your
efforts over the years. It's a real pleasure to read through it -- most of it anyway! I'm now 87
years old -- can't believe it -- and this may be my final report. Editor: “Thanks for the high
praise Mike. I sincerely hope you are able and willing to continue.”
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Rob Parsons: As promised, or threatened, I enclose my summary for possible inclusion in
CLC 2019. It's lengthy and so please feel free to edit; heavily, if desired. I sometimes wonder
how much interest my various additions of mostly fairly common species to my many lists are
to other birders. While I like to mention them in order to relive the experience, I am fine with
you deleting most of the stuff after the third paragraph! But do please leave in my final
paragraph where I express my appreciation for your diligence, which is certainly heartfelt and
sincere. I would describe 2018 as not a bad year of birding at all, considering my limited ability
to travel because of family obligations. As you may recall, I was contemplating an attempt at a
very local Big Year in Winnipeg and am quite happy with the outcome. No big misses, although
shorebirds could have been better if I could have found some mudflats, and I was sorry to miss
LeConte’s Sparrow, which is usually singing around my boss’s property, but not this year. The
birding highlight for me was April 21st. I spent the morning and early afternoon, birding at the
St. Adolphe bridge south of Winnipeg. Large numbers of Canada Geese were passing over,
including a fair number of parvipes, several small flocks of White-fronted went over as well,
and I managed to pick out a very small number of birds that were convincing as Cackling
Geese. A single Snow Goose was in one of the Canada flocks. I tried hard but failed to turn it
into a Ross’s Goose. However, in late morning a birder arrived and mentioned there had been a
Ross’s Goose at Fort Whyte the day before and so I toyed with the idea of heading there on my
way home if things slowed down at the bridge. Well, they did, and I duly went to Fort Whyte
and found the Ross’s Goose on a pond inside the bison enclosure. I headed home, quite
pleased with my five-goose day. As I was unpacking my gear from the car, a flock of geese
flew over, quite low and near the left end of the vee, I spotted a tiny goose. Thinking I was
going to be able to count a Cackler for my yard, I raised my binoculars to look and noted to my
surprise it lacked any white on its head, and, indeed, the bird had a black breast as well as the
neck (although I noted the little white collar as the flock got nearer). "Nobody’s gonna believe
this!” I thought as I realized it was a Brant. I'm still not sure if it was a white-bellied or gray-
bellied—the field guides weren’t helpful for me to say, either way, but it definitely wasn't a
black Brant. It has been a long time since I have added a new bird to my Canada list (now
418), from my front yard! Obviously, it was new for the other lists nested in it (Manitoba at
359, Southeast Manitoba at 345, Winnipeg at 307) as well. And of my six-species goose day,
three of them definitely counted toward my Winnipeg big year. (And I got the other three
species at various times and places in town later in the year.) I wound up with a Winnipeg
year list of 219; apparently only the second time I have broken 200 species. The Brant was
certainly the highlight, being the only species new for my all time Winnipeg list, but a fairly
strong second place went to a very cooperative Black-throated Blue Warbler, coming to the
feeder of Neil Butchard in early November. (As an aside, I have a really nice selection of
warblers for November—Hooded & Blue-winged are a couple of the best.) I have enclosed a
photo of it, taken by Neil, and shared with his permission for possible inclusion in CLC 2019—
subject to your decision, of course. Those two highlights aside, probably the easiest way to
update is to run through last year’s CLC in order. If I don’t mention a list, assume no changes
have taken place. The following Local Lists have changed: Assiniboine Park 166 (added
Common Redpoll—I don't bird the park much in winter, but this was November 2nd, my last
day of work for the year); Fort Whyte 197 (in addition to Ross’s Goose, added Magnolia
Warbler, Winter Wren, Veery, Turkey Vulture & Black-crowned Night-Heron), Kings Park 167
(added Greater Scaup); St. Vital Park 152 (you somewhat teasingly said I should be able to
get this over the threshold last year when I was at 149 and I added three species—happy to
rise to the challenge!—Pileated Woodpecker, Pine Grosbeak and Canada Jay, the latter of which
was my final new species for my Winnipeg year list, so a double-tick); Whitewater Lake 182
(added Lark Sparrow); Breeding Bird Surveys (all Manitoba) 193 (added Eurasian Collared-
Dove); Every Month in Manitoba 63 (added Sharp-shinned Hawk & Chipping Sparrow—both in
November & Spruce Grouse to December, and apparently one more, which might be a failure
to update last year as I cannot figure out what the other new species might be) and Sewage
Lagoons in Manitoba 190 (added Northern Shrike, Wild Turkey, House Finch & White-breasted
Nuthatch). My BBS (All Canada) list is 193 and Sewage Lagoons (All Canada) is 191, with the
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Rob Parsons (cont’d): same new species as its Manitoba counterpart for both. My SE
Manitoba 2018 year list is 242. No additional year lists reach listing thresholds—a problem with
too much focus on Winnipeg, combined with lack of available time, alas. My Winnipeg Single
Winter list for 2017/18 is 41. Yeah, perhaps below the threshold, but it's definitely a place
that’s species-challenged in winter and so I ask for a little clemency! I note you have yard lists
on last year’s issue and mine is 175 which is higher than any on there—but I'm sure there are
subscribers who are higher still. Thank you so much for continuing to put this together. It's
most appreciated and I know I don’t only speak for myself in saying so. Editor: “"Thanks Rob,
I always enjoy your commentary and I'm reasonably certain I'm not alone in that either.”

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Todd Pepper: I have included a few new countries for consideration of inclusion in the life list
category. Why is the threshold for New Zealand so high at 150 species? While the checklist for
the country lists 397 species 17 of those have been officially declared as extinct. That takes the
list down to 380. While the Kakapo is not extinct there is no way for a regular bird watcher to
see the species. A person must submit an application to the Kakapo Recovery Project and be
accepted before being permitted on the islands where New Zealand Wildlife is attempting to
protect the species from extinction. The minimum time commitment is 1 month, and the
project does not warrant or guarantee that you will see a Kakapo during that time. If Kakapo is
excluded that takes the list to 379. An additional 19 species are endemic to the "off-islands" of
New Zealand. Unlike, say, St. Paul's Island in the Bering Sea considered to be part of Alaska
and therefore the ABA checklist, the New Zealand off-islands are only accessible under very
limited conditions with specialized tours. Anyone can fly to St. Paul's on regularly scheduled
flights from Anchorage. If they are removed from the NZ list that takes it down to 361 species.
There are 15 species of penguin on the New Zealand checklist, but only 5 of them are
considered to be breeding species in New Zealand (and Snare's Penguin only on the off-islands
as per the above comment). The other 10 species are considered to be "pelagic" in Southern
Ocean waters. If they are excluded that takes the list down to 351. There are 66 "pelagic"
species on the New Zealand checklist, including: albatrosses; petrels; shearwaters; prions; &
diving petrels. Only 12 of the 66 are considered to be breeding species to New Zealand. Again,
some of the 12, such as Magenta Petrel, only breed on the off-islands. Most of the remaining
should be considered as species within the ABA's Pacific Ocean region. If the non-breeding
pelagic species are removed that takes the list down to 297 species. I spent 3 weeks birding in
New Zealand in 2015 and after seeing 132 species there was essentially no other species in the
country at the time left to be seen. I looked at trip reports from a number of the international
birding companies with tours to New Zealand and the range of species seen was between 120 -
137 for a 3 week tour that included 2 or 3 near-shore pelagic trips. Perhaps you might consider
reducing the threshold for New Zealand. Editor: "In response to Todd educational dissertation
on NZ birds I suggested reducing the threshold to 120." Todd's reply: Thanks for considering
my thoughts on the threshold for New Zealand. I think 120 sounds good.

Frank Pinilla: Larry, once again, a fantastic job on getting everyone's lists pulled together
for the latest Canadian Listers Corner! Really enjoy reading this every year. A couple of
comments regarding the lists and then a summary of my year for your "News & Views" section.
Maybe change "City of Toronto" to "Toronto (City)" so that it sits under "T" instead of "C",
similar comment with Hamilton - just a thought, no worries if you don't change it. In the prior
year you had split York into the current "York Regional Municipality" and "York County (incl
City of Toronto) - OLD" in the life list section. Could you also do the same in the Year List
section? I did a big year in 2018 and beat the old record for the true York RM, so would like it
shown as such if you could? Editor: "I've made a number of changes to try to keep up with the
various governmental initiatives to make chaos out of order. I hope they better reflect the
current divisions. And I used your suggestion for labelling cities. Thanks." Frank: 2018 was a
fun birding year for me. I started very slowly, thinking I'd just concentrate on York Region but
knowing that I had two trips in the works, one with Jeff Skevington down to Hatteras, NC for
my first ever pelagic in late May and another as a family RV road trip from Richmond Hill, ON
all the way to our end goal of Drumheller, AB and the Royal Tyrrell Museum (a wish of my 12-
year-old daughter's). To start the year I was at a life list of 1,297, but then after summer
lumps/splits in eBird I started at 1,299 so when a Barnacle Goose showed up right in my own
region in March, I was super happy as it was a great bird for York (and Ontario), but after
taxonomy changes later in the year in eBird, it was species #1,300 for my life list! On May
21st I drove the 14 hrs to Hatteras stopping in at the Great Dismal Swamp in southern Virginia
to finally add Swainson's Warbler to my life list. We did 2 daytrips out to the Gulf Stream and
although we had no major rarities, the birds that I did get to see were almost all lifers, the star
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Frank Pinilla (cont’d): of the show was a very obliging South Polar Skua (May 23rd photo).
Another much-wanted bird (since I was a
kid) was Red-cockaded Woodpecker, of which
I had 4 in the Palmetto-Peartree Preserve
just north of Hatteras on my way back home.
Back to Canada - in late June I decided to
start picking off breeding species that I had
missed in migration and by the time I left for
our western trip at the end of July I was
sitting at 249 species for Ontario, not great
but not too bad for my own standards (I
haven't been twitching much over the last
decade or more). I picked up some good
ones in NW Ontario like BB Magpie, Pelican,
Spruce Grouse and others but when I got '
back I started twitching in earnest - Little Blue Heron, YC Night-Heron, Reddlsh Egret (first
ever for Ontario), Western Sandpiper, Willet, Swallow-tailed Kite and then, the biggest star,
the long-staying Great Kiskadee. November came and I added Black-throated Gray Warbler
(which had eluded me in Ontario until now) and then the Calliope Hummingbird in Goderich!
What a run. The list of new Ontario birds for me ended on a chase with Dave Szmyr up to
North Bay where we added a Slaty-backed Gull on November 30th. 9 new Ontario species in
one year! Lots of fun! Species #293 on my Ontario year list was a Boreal Chickadee up in
Algonquin PP the day after my annual trip to do the CBC up there. The highlight of our
Canadian Prairie RV trip in the first two weeks of August was most definitely Grasslands
National Park in SW Saskatchewan, what an amazing place! We saw so much new wildlife out
there and the kids had a blast in the wide open spaces. Prairie Falcons, Burrowing Owls,
Horned Lizard, Sprague's Pipit, Baird's Sparrow, Black-tailed Prairie Dog all new on my
Canadian (and a couple of life) list. This trip also lifted me past the 400 mark for Canada finally
(#400 was a Sprague's Pipit) and the kids got to see a part of Canada that not many from
southern Ontario actually visit, and we saw Mule Deer, Pronghorn Antelope and Bison to top it
all off. On a smaller scale, my initial goal of doing a big year in York Region paid off as well - I
ended with 225 species for the year in York which, I believe, is a new record. In fact, I saw
94.1% of all species reported in eBird for the year in York (225 of 239 species reported), tough
to top that but I'm sure someone younger and more energetic will give it a go and beat it
someday soon! Attached are some pictures if you need any. Ed: "I am always happy to get
good photos to use, especially like those of the rare birds you provided. Normally I don't use
foreign photos, but I put the skua here to compliment your story. Thanks for all."

Gavin Platt: 5 Mile Radius from my house - 266. This is a new trend that's starting to gain
popularity. A list of birds seen within a 5 mile radius from your home (for further information,
see this facebook group: https://www.facebook.com/groups/5MRBirding). Editor: "Interesting.
But I'm sure there will not be any agreement on a standard distance. There's that lovely marsh
7 miles away, and the seashore is eleven, etc. And why miles? Must be an American plot."

Rob Porter: I was referred to the Lister's Corner by Bob Curry. It's given me a good reason to
put together some of my lists... I'm a highly localized birder, so my province lists aren't terribly
high but localized ones are higher. Proposed categories (local): 1) "Dundas Valley & Dundas
Marsh Important Bird Area" (I tend to abbreviate this to "Dundas IBA"): Info about the site:
https://www.ibacanada.ca/site.jsp?siteID=0NO005. Map:
https://www.ibacanada.ca/mapviewer.jsp?siteID=0ONO005 This would "sub-local" to Hamilton.
Includes Cootes Paradise and Dundas Valley. I will encourage others in the area to submit lists
if they meet the 150 requirement. I'm the coordinator of the IBA Surveys for this spot, so I
have an email list I can put this challenge out to. There are probably plenty of locals who have
more observations, just haven't put together a patch list. 2) "McMaster Forest": Feel free to
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Rob Porter (cont’'d): pass on this one if it's ridiculous. This is a 114 acre site owned by
McMaster University (and open to the public), at the east end of the Dundas Valley. I've been
doing a personal long-term survey for almost 5 years now, and my list is over 150! It is
actually within the Dundas IBA as well. "Sub-sub-local" to Hamilton. I know there's no one else
with this many there. But maybe I can encourage some competition for small sites! Editor:
"No problem with these sites, they sound great." Rob: Suggestions for CBC Lifelists -- Most of
the lists above were easily assembled and reviewed with eBird and some spreadsheets, but the
CBC list was a tough one and I was curious. I've done 16 CBCs now and seem to have reached
only 73. Going through the list of potential species in Ontario I could see getting another 20
fairly easily if I had total control over where I was assigned (*ok, technically I'm a coordinator
for one but I'm not going to steal someone else's zone for life listing!) as my main gaps are
waterfowl and my zones are generally land-locked. That all stated, the threshold seems a bit
high. 100 species when the threshold for the entire winter is only 24 more -- and in that case,
one is free to go where-ever they want in 90 days a year rather than an assigned zone on one
day (times number of CBCs participated in) per year. Perhaps have it set to a percentage, such
as 2/3rds or 3/4th of the winter threshold for a province? I'm not looking to wiggle my 73 into
the list per se, it'd just be nice to see it at a threshold I think might actually be achievable in a
few more years as I quite enjoy CBCs. There's a very small number of folks on this list, and I
think it's a really neat and interesting category, more might join with a lower threshold. Ed: "I
had always intended to adjust the CBC thresholds since they are quite abitrary and the same
for each province. Looking at the issue, I have made another abitrary decision to set the CBC
thresholds for each area the same as those for the Single Winter Season category. This should
make them more reasonable for most areas but does raise the Canada threshold to 120.
Unfortunately, Ontario's is only reduced to 89." Rob: If you're ever looking for more strange
categories, in a few more months I'll probably have over 100 bird species manually identified
by spectrogram on automated field recordings. Just started a program with our naturalists'
club where we're recording around the clock at our nature sanctuaries, and reviewing by
spectrogram after to ID birds, mammals, amphibians, etc. I'll submit it next year if of interest.
I'm devising a volunteer program for us to get more folks to review our recordings, so maybe
having the category can help encourage more volunteers! Thanks for this interesting
publication. I read your note about eBird maybe making it redundant, but I feel eBird is best
for raw data, publications like this are curated data that isn't so easy for eBird, etc. to
automate. It gives context that isn't there in those fairly basic top 100s lists on eBird. Ed:
"Interesting. If you submit your number, I'll find a spot for it. But it does have its difficulties.
Most lists are of birds IDed in the field; this opens up whole new vistas. Seen through remote
video, computer-controlled drones rentable online, etc."

Ilya Povalyaev: Birding was primarily local for me in 2018, but a good string of local rarities
in the Vancouver area, supplemented by a few good provincial rarities in BC, kept me very
entertained. One of my personal highlights was encountering three Short-tailed Albatross on a
pelagic trip out of Tofino. I have attached one of my photos; feel free to include with this year's
edition of the CLC report. Ed: "Thanks Ilya, I always appreciate photos, especially of less
common or rare birds. In fact, this one seemed to be perfect for this year's cover." Ilya: As
always, thanks for your ongoing efforts with the CLC.

Dan Sawatzky: A great year birding in SK as I wandered the southern third of the province
atlassing. I finally managed to find a Common Poorwill in the Great Sandhills after years of
missing this species in the Cypress Hills. Also had Blue-gray Gnatcatcher, Black-headed
Grosbeak, Rufous Hummingbird and Blue Grosbeak all within 80 kms of Regina. Thanks for the
great work on Canadian Listers’ Corner.

David Seeler: Given work etc., I have no significant changes to my data but expect to at
years end, as I retire end of April.

Families: 233 (of 247 -
following IOC version 8.1). All species totals follow Clements (eBird). Only the family totals
follow IOC.

Andrew Slater: This year, my wife and I went on two cruises, one around Cape Horn, where 1
managed to see both Royal and Wandering Albatrosses, and one re-positioning cruise from the
UK to Singapore, with calls in several new countries, which enabled me to increase the number
in which I have birded to 50. How about that for a new list heading? Ed: "I'm green with envy,
but as to the list, we've actually had that for years now. I'll add your number." Andrew: My
best birding highlight was seeing a countable Indian Peafowl. Many thanks once again for the
enormous amount of work you do to produce Listers’ Corner year after year; I am truly
appreciative.

Ken Thorpe: All unchanged. However, going to Newfoundland in June so should get some
ATPAT species.

Eric Tull & Brooke Clibbon: 2018 was a good year for me as I reached three goals. The
Miramichi Mistle Thrush finally got me to 500 for Canada. I also broke 700 for the original ABA
Area (i.e. without Hawaii). My third goal needs some explanation. There are 65 political
subdivisions of the ABA Area (10 Canadian provinces; 3 Canadian territories; 50 US states plus
DC; and St Pierre et Miquelon). With an expedition into Delaware in May, I have now birded in
every one of the 65 political subdivisions. Has anyone else done so? Editor: "Congratulations!
I'm 5 short - SP&M, NU, WI, SD & HI. But I expect there are others out there that have done it.
How about it folks?" Eric & Brooke: How about ACOAT (All Continents and Oceans Added
Together)??? (N.Am + S.Am + Europe + Africa + Asia + Australasia + Antarctica + IndianOc +
AtlanticOc + PacificOc). Brooke and I want to thank you for preparing Canadian Listers' Corner
every year. It is much appreciated. Ed: "Why not?"

Danny Tyson: The gains were small this year but getting into the field to enjoy nature
anytime is great. The highlight bird this year was the very obliging Fieldfare found on the
Salmon Arm CBC, this beautiful long-staying thrush was my 500th Canadian Species. A close
second was the Bella Coola Crested Caracara, number 499. The chase for the Caracara, had
the bonus of Grizzly Bear and Fisher sightings. John Luce and I always marvel at the additions
to my month and winter lists. It just goes to show the new patterns in bird vagrancy/tardiness
for migrants; and the amount of information and instant updates available with technology. It
is way different birding now, then when I first started looking at birds with my Golden Guide.
Once again Larry, KUDOS and THANK YOU for keeping the CLC alive and amazing.

Josh Vandermeulen: 2018 was a very busy year of travel for me with many highlights.
Locally, I added five to my Ontario list, including three first provincial records (Reddish Egret,
Great Kiskadee, Calliope Hummingbird) in addition to Barnacle Goose and Swallow-tailed Kite.
I focused on filling in the gaps on my Niagara Region list, adding six including a self-found
Bell's Vireo, the second ever for Niagara. Out of country trips included Guyana and
Trinidad/Tobago in January, leading a tour to Borneo in October, leading a tour to Galapagos in
November and some solo travel in Ecuador in mid-November. Easily the highlight of the year
was finding a Banded Ground-Cuckoo with an ant-swarm in northwest Ecuador. I also made it
a priority to work on my Photographed in the World list, adding about 330 new species in 2018
to bring me up to 1496. 2019 should be an excellent year with trips planned to Guatemala,
Cuba and Spain in the early part of the year. This autumn I will be moving to South America so
I am excited to really work on my life list over the next few years! I see that you already have
a category for the City of Kawartha Lakes under "County Combinations and Old Counties" for
Ontario. The City of Kawartha Lakes is one of the 50 census divisions in Ontario and so this
category should be moved up to "Counties, Districts and Municipalities, etc" section. Ed:
"Thanks, I have moved it, and relabelled most of the divisions so the reflect the current
usage."
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Jim Watt: I did not even know about CLC until Bob Curry sent out an email about the site to
the Hamilton Birds Google group! I thought it would be enjoyable to participate so I have
included a few lists. Note that although I prefer IOC, I have reported my totals as per
eBird/Clements. Also, I only include seen birds, no heard-only birds (lots of those
unfortunately!). What are your listing rules about heard-only birds? I have a couple of overseas
trips planned for this year so hopefully I can add some more for 2019. Ed: "Welcome aboard
Jim. As for heard birds, we follow the ABA listing rules and that means they can be counted."

Ray Woods: No big changes for me in 2018 but quite a few small ones thanks to an active
travel schedule including such places as the Canadian Arctic, Greenland, Israel, Jordan,
England and a couple of months in the U.S. as well. I finally ticked by 2500 on my world life
list so I'm slowly drawing closer to my target of 3000. All the best to you in 2019 and good
luck with this year’s tabulation of results. Your continued work on this is much appreciated!

In just over a year, British Columbia (and Canada) lost two of its birding
legends. Laurie Rockwell, from Summerland in the Okanagan Valley, passed
away March 7, 2017; and David Stirling, from Victoria on Vancouver Island,
died August 11, 2018.
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ROCKWELL, (Irvin) Laurie: April 1944 — March 2017

Laurie Rockwell passed away (Mar. 7, 2017) following a hard-fought,
dignified battle with cancer at the age of 72. Laurie was proud of his 25-
year career with the BC Ministry of Social Services at various postings
throughout the province; retiring in 1997. Laurie was an avid and dedicated
birder, naturalist and environmentalist, and an active member of many
volunteer organizations. In particular, he enjoyed his role as volunteer
Ecological Reserve Warden of the Trout Creek Ecological Reserve for the
past 25 years. He was always happy to share his knowledge (or a good
pun!) and was known by all as a positive and enthusiastic member of the
communlty He will be greatly missed. Along with his ER duties, Laurie carried on yearly monitoring of
conditions in Sunoka Provincial Park. He conducted a long-term study of Gray Flycatcher migration and
breeding behavior, and yearly owl surveys for Birds Canada, as well as contributing to the BC Breeding
Bird Atlas. A passionate birder, he co-ordinated Christmas Bird Counts and enjoyed offering courses and
tours to beginning birders, especially children. Laurie was a member of the CLC from 1988 and has the
leading lists in Summerland — 213 & 100 Mile House — 175, and the 3" highest Okanagan Valley list at 285.

#1 STIRLING, David: December 1920 — August 2018

1 David Stirling passed away peacefully on August 11, 2018 at the age
B of 97. David grew up on a homestead near Athabasca, Alberta. As a young
boy he developed a keen interest in nature, from butterflies and clouds to
birds and botany. His passion for travel and the natural world remained
M with him and guided the course of his life. David served overseas during

i World War Il with the Canadian Army. Post war, David and Ruth spent two

years travelling around the world as documented in his 2008 book, Birds,
| Beasts, and a Bike Under the Southern Cross. David never lost his love of

s A travel and adventure and by the end of his life had seen much of the world.
David made 5|gn|f|cant contributions to his community through his work in nature interpretation with
British Columbia Parks (1959-84) and various other organizations including the Victoria Natural History
Society, of which he was an honorary life member. Over the years David led numerous nature tours to
locations all over the globe. He mentored and inspired many throughout his life and received several
accolades including the Queen's Jubilee Medal in 2002. David will be best remembered for his love of life,
his spirited sense of humor, his caring ways with his grandchildren, his enthusiasm for birds, and his ability
to entertain his family and friends with wonderful stories from his youth and his travels.

David was a CLC member from the beginning in 1981 and had leading CLC Local Lifelists in several
categories (in BC unless otherwise noted): Vancouver Island — 352, Victoria — 335, Clover Point/Beaconhill
Park, Victoria — 199, Athabaska AB — 198, Pacific Rim National Park - 175, and the Haines Triangle — 88.
He had top CLC lifelist in China (384) & the Palearctic area (634). He has the top CLC Local Year List for
Clover Point/Beaconhill Park, Victoria — 135; top CLC Local Day List in Victoria — 127 and top CLC Local
Winter Lifelists in Vancouver Island — 225 and Victoria — 215. He had birded in 90 countries and seen more
than 4000 species.
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
