This category includes only the major Canadian Lifelist areas and some major areas that
include Canada; i.e. Canada, the provinces and territories, ABA area, North America, the world
and related lists. Year Lists, Day Lists, Winter Lifelists and Singlet&Vinists are reviewed
under those category titles later in the issue. Other lists are treated as Local Lists and follow the
previously mentioned categories. Some birders keep and submit only their lifelists. The interest
and competition are usually stragj in these categories. While it is selident to serious birders
just what a lifelist is, a novice reading this may not know. A lifelist is, logically enough, the
number of species seen in a given aram@e durir
complications. The bird must be a full species and recognized by the listing jurisdiction(s) as a
countable species. We hope by this to have comparable lists, though individual interpretation of
rules can skew the numbers a lita n a d i a n orhar do¢seat 8ebdlistg we simply hope
and assume they are submitted according to the rules by competent observers.

Since the ABA has gone to online |isting \
areas, | have done my best to get accurate checklist totals for setting our thresholds. The sources
are given in th@ hresholdgpage on the CLC website. If anyone has moréoegate numbers for
any lists or knows where | can get them, please let me know. Clements latest edition and its
supplements are the authority used for worlccEseand families, though | understand that there
are other systems that are challenging its position. The revised number of families is currently
248, down 2 from last year.

To be published, a birder needs a lifelist of 50% of the provincial/territotellin most
jurisdictions; but only 40% in PEI, NL, YT, and NT; and only 30% for Nunavut. These reduced
thresholds are because of the dearth of lists from, and difficulties involved in birding in, some of
our less populous and fflung areas. If and whmewe get sufficient lists from these areas, the
thresholds may rise. Other thresholds are as
list in the table headers. Lifelists are as reported up to the end of 2019. Asterisks (*) indicates that
the lig may not be currenpas no report was received from that person for the number of years
equal to the number of asterisks (up to five), and their last report has been recycled. Numbers
older than five yearss(ibject to deletioin seepolicy on page 3pareshown by a single asterisk
with a superscript number showing the years since reporting. Figures in brackets following a
birder's name are increases reported since last year, or their last report. You may notice some lists
that are one or two birds shofttbe threshold, yet rounded off, are at the cutoff percentage. Given
that the thresholds are a fairly quickly moving target, these are included. The synvuicates
a lister who was deceased before the end of Z0#&nkfully, | have no reports of greaths in
our group in the past year.

The sharper eyed among you may notice that some lists are ledssthaere oprevious
year(s). Unless it is an obvious error, | have to assumédier has discovered, either through
checklist changes or outright error, that the old total he had submitted was incorrect. | have
adopted the policy of not showing amounts of decreases to avoid the inevitable "Why is that?"
questions, to spare any patial embarrassment, and to allow for the possibility, quite likely in
retroactive error cases, that there actually was no change from the previous year.

Some Lifelist Numbers

This year we have 822 (+1 from last year) threstmodékting lifelists from 125-8) birders.
Nearly half, or 382 (+1) of these are the 14 basic Canadian, provincial or territorial lists. The number
of birders reaching the Canadian and ABA thresholds is 9®W2) and 77 {1) respectively. The
North American category now has 40 (E), world listers 63 (+2) and world familieSBRATPAT
lists dropped to 47-1), while Total Ticks (one of the ultimate depravities) stayed at 18 (E) listers.
The provinces anterritories (and their number of CLC listers), in high to low order, are ON (60),
BC (47), AB (32), MB (26), SK (23), QC (21), NS (20), NB (16), YT (12), PE (8), NT (8), NL (5),
and NU (4). There was no change in the order.

In the province/territory categories there were 22 Qualifying 2019 lists. Alberta had the most birders who
exceeded the threshold for 2019 with 6, followeddmntario with 4, then Manitoba and Nova Scotia with 3 each, SK and
NB with 2 each, and British Columbia and Quebec had one each.

Measures for best provincial list are not really comparable from province to province; some provinces have
more species, somehagher percentage of rarities, some more difficult travel conditions, etc. So, it makes sense to
examine more than one category. Three measures we usually mention hepepareentage of the provincial listtop
number of speciesandbeating the previbus top list in a province/territory.

In 2019, in thebeating the previous top list in a province/territory category, there was only one province
with a new record (QC). Olivier Barden had 300 species, beating his former record of 281 from 201fodmtimeber
of speciexategory in 2019 David Bell won with 319 in BC, James & Gerry Fox were next closest with 311 in AB, and
Jason Dainbds 307 in NS wa stoprpercentagdfrensany list hanosstChnada kcaane,tinot c at e |
from Manitobaas it often used to be in the past, but from, for thgear in a row, Alberta.

The South Polar Region, though involving a continent, is treated differently. It includes all land and ocean south

of 52 degrees south latitude in the Atlantic and Indian Oceans, and south of 56 degrees south latitude in the Pacific
Ocean. Where 56S in the Pacific reaches the 200-nautical-mile pelagic belt of South America, the boundary follows
the edge of the pelagic belt around the tip of South America and northward in the Atlantic Ocean to 54S, thence
eastward to 50 degrees west longitude, thence northward to 52 degrees south latitude, thence eastward to 147
degrees east longitude (the boundary of the Pacific Ocean Region), thence southward to 56S. This boundary
approximates the Antarctic Convergence. The South Polar Region includes Shag Rocks, South Georgia, Bouvet
(near 5E), and the Heard Island group. Excluded are the Falkland Islands, Kerguelen, and Macquarie Island.

entered Carolina Chickadee every time instead of Black -capped Chickadee. So.... Whooping
Crane actually was my Canada 500 and the problem was not Pacific Wren, which had already,
legitimately, been added. So my Canada total is 500.) In Ontario | added the Black -throated

small patch of bushes until late in October. It was the first recor d of this bird in Alberta and
was visited and photographed by many serious birders from across the province. This was

our seventh consecutive year with 300 or more species in Alberta. We weren't doing a big

year in 2019, but we did hope to see at least 300 ; S0, we were surprised to get to 311 as
there were not many vagrants in the province in 2019. We also missed a number of species

that we usually find quite easily including White -tailed Ptarmigan, Sabine's Gull, Lesser Black -
backed Gull and Glaucous Gull. A couple of birds that always seem to be tough for us to find
came quite easily this year (Black Scoter & Long -tailed Duck). We had to find new locations
for some species due to the ongoing accessibility problems in Waterton National Park. Birding
