This category includes only the major Canadian Lifelist areas and some major areas that
include Canada; i.e. Canada, the provinces andaees, ABA area, North America, the world
and related lists. Year Lists, Day Lists, Winter Lifelists and Single Winter Lists are reviewed
under those category titles later in the issue. Other lists are treated as Local Lists and follow the
previously menbned categories. Some birders keep and submit only their lifelists. The interest
and competition are usually strongest in these categories. While ité&vghdht to serious birders
just what a lifelist is, a novice reading this may not know.
